The Chevening Scholarships programme is funded by the British Government and aims to bring future leaders, decision-makers, and opinion-formers to the United Kingdom for postgraduate studies of up to 12 months at a formative stage in their careers.

Applications for Chevening Scholarships for the academic year 2009 - 2010 are open and will close on Friday 27 February.  

We are looking for candidates wishing to study in the following areas: climate change, energy technology, sustainable development, good governance, public administration, and interregional trade policies.

Please note that some universities require course applications to be presented early in the year, so applicants who do not already have a place at a UK university for the academic year 2009-2010 should begin the application process in parallel to their scholarship application process. Candidates seeking advice on courses in the United Kingdom which might best suit their needs should consult: www.educationuk.org   Please note also that admission to a course does not in itself make a candidate more eligible for a scholarship.

The scholarships are for a maximum of twelve months and are mainly, but not exclusively, designed to support the pursuit of a master's degree or a postgraduate diploma. Further information about the Chevening programme is available at  www.chevening.com 

Applicants are required to:

· be able to show their potential and plans to be one of Peru's future leaders, opinion formers or decision makers

· have at least one qualification at degree level or equivalent

· demonstrate a high level of written and spoken English

· have a minimum of 2 years' relevant work experience

· be Peruvian nationals living in Peru and intend to return to Peru after completing their studies in the UK

· identify up to three courses they wish to study in the UK

· seek the support of their employer, if possible.


Application procedure 

Application must be made online, via e-Chevening, at the link given below.  We cannot accept applications made by any other means.  Before you start your electronic application, please read the following notes:

1. Please complete the e-Chevening application form in English.

2. It is the applicant's responsibility to ensure their application is submitted on time. The deadline is Friday 27 February.

3. We will inform candidates selected for interview by Wednesday 18 March.  We regret we will not be able to inform other candidates of the outcome of their applications.

Selected candidates: 

1. Candidates selected for interview will be required to send the following supporting documents by Monday 23 March:

a.  officially translated academic qualifications since completing secondary education;

b.  original letters of reference from your two designated referees;

c.  an A4 page (only one) with general information on each proposed course of study downloaded from the University's website;

d.  a recent passport size colour photograph both in printed and electronic format.

Please note that although items c) and d) are not listed on the application form, it is still a requirement that they are submitted. If applicants hold any document or certificate that proves a high level of written and spoken English, they should also submit a copy.

2. Interviews will be held on Wednesday 1 and Thursday 2 April. Applicants should ensure they will be available on these days.

3. Candidates selected for interview will be required to take the International English Language Testing System (IELTS) written and oral examinations on Thursday 30 April.
